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Guidelines for Book Review Authors
The Newsletter will publish reviews of recently published books that are relevant to the development of heterodox economics and to the open and pluralistic intellectual debates in economics. The reviews will contribute to building the community of heterodox economists, and to the development of heterodox economic theory through the dissemination of ideas/arguments. No books/arguments will be excluded as long as they contribute to heterodox economics in whatever manner.
A good book review should: (1) give a clear idea of what the book is about; (2) a sense of its relevance to heterodox economics; (3) and an assessment of its strengths/weaknesses.
Word Count: Reviewers should aim at 500 words as a minimum, but reviews of up to 2,000 words will be acceptable.

Reviewers may bundle a set of 2-3 books in a single review under a general theme (e.g. labor markets, development, price theory, etc...). Book reviews are not peer-reviewed but are expected to meet acceptable academic standards.  

As an international forum for heterodox economics, the Newsletter welcomes reviews of books published in other languages, and will also welcome book reviews written in any language.
